Please discard any books that have a musty or

mildewy odor. Mildew spreads easily between

books and is difficult to eliminate.

We accept DVDs, books on CD, and music CDs.

Homemade video and audio recordings are not

accepted.

We do not accept old sets of encyclopedias,

dated magazines or clearly outdated textbooks

and nonfiction books.

Please bring any items you wish to donate to the

front desk. Librarians and staff look through all the

donations we receive to see if there are any items

that can be added to the library collection. This can

save the library hundreds of dollars each year in

replacing worn books, adding extra copies of

popular books, or adding new books of interest.

Any donations that are not added to the collection

go to the Friends’ Book Sale.
